Just as in Advent the Church invites us to assume the attitude of those
to whom the Lord has not yet come, and to yearn for that coming, so now in
the time between Ascension and Pentecost. We are invited to put ourselves
with the waiting disciples. Our ardent willing must hasten the coming of the
Spirit, the Power from on high, who will enable us to live the very life of Je-
sus.
